		FACULTY PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT GRANTS (PDGs)
Academic Year 2026-27
Proposals are being solicited from all instructional faculty for the College of Engineering (CoE) Professional Development Grants (PDGs). The College will support four categories of grants, subject to budget availability. 
1. Presentation at conferences or proposal preparation workshops (up to $1800). Higher priority will be given to faculty requesting support to present an accepted technical paper at a well-recognized national or international conference. All tenure-line faculty and lecturers are eligible to apply.
2. Attendance at professional development workshops on inclusive engineering student success (up to $1800). All instructors, including tenure-line faculty and lecturers, can apply for training opportunities to promote inclusive success in engineering research and education, including new developments in pedagogy and applications of instructional technology.
3. Attendance at professional development workshops to develop leadership skills (up to $1800). All tenure-line faculty and lecturers can apply for training opportunities to initiate and manage interdisciplinary research projects and to develop skills and knowledge for academic leadership roles.
4. Attendance at professional development workshops to broaden research skills (up to $1800). All full-time, tenure-line faculty can apply for training opportunities to build up their research skills outside their usual disciplinary domains. 
For full-time tenure-line faculty, support will be limited to up to two PDGs in AY 2026-27: one PDG for conference presentation (category 1) and a second PDG (category 1-4) if the faculty has submitted an external RF or TF proposal as an PI in AY 2025-26 (7/1/2025-6/30/2026) with conference travel expenses included in the proposal budget.  Note that funds unspent in one PDG cannot be used to support activities for another conference in a different PDG. 
For lecturers, support will be limited to one PDG in category 1, 2 or 3.
Submission deadlines:
· June 30, 2026
· September 20, 2026
· March 20, 2027
After the deadlines, applications will be considered for as long as the budget permits. Please note that all PDG-supported travel should have FTS authorization requests approved prior to the trip. To allow sufficient time for FTS approval, particularly for international travel, which requires FTS submission at least 45 days in advance, please submit your PDG application at least 52 days before your trip. For domestic travel, PDG applications should be submitted at least two weeks prior to departure if you intend to rely on PDG funding to cover your travel expenses. PDGs submitted after these deadlines will not be considered.

Complete the attached application form and include the supporting documents. Please provide adequate justification in case the number of applications and available funds necessitate further competitive selection.
